Eligible fund recipients are students (high school, undergraduate, graduate) and post doc’s, actively engaged in JLab research, who are not JLab employees (including joint appointees) and who are not recipients of JSA fellowships that provide for travel support (e.g., JSA graduate fellowships, JSA research grants, JSA funded venues, etc.)

Travel funds may cover up to 50% of the travel cost. The traveler is expected to find grants or other support for the remaining cost of travel. Generally, up to $500 may be awarded for local and national meetings and up to $1,000 for international meetings.

A Travel Fund Committee will review travel requests and reply in a timely manner. Requests may be submitted at any time during the year.
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
