2. Focus on Deep Work: Employees are encouraged to dedicate uninterrupted blocks 
of time to focus on high-priority tasks, projects, and initiatives that require deep 
concentration and creative problem-solving. 

3. Flexible Communication Channels: To facilitate ongoing collaboration and 
communication, alternative channels such as email, Teams messaging, and other 
collaboration tools will be utilized for non-urgent discussions and updates. 

4. Reflective Practices: Employees are encouraged to use this time for unused 
vacation/personal time, goal-setting, and professional development activities that 
contribute to their personal and professional growth. 

Beginning the month with a meeting-free week provides employees with a fresh start and 
an opportunity to set clear goals and priorities for the upcoming weeks. It allows them to 
reflect on the previous month's achievements and challenges and align their efforts with 
organizational objectives.
