1.0 Purpose
People who have metallic objects, or bioelectronic devices in their bodies (including but not limited to: cardiac pacemakers, implanted defibrillators, insulin pumps, or surgical clips) may experience serious, even fatal, medical outcomes when exposured to static magnetic fields.  This appendix provides the process steps to be followed to ensure the safety of these individuals.  
2.0 Scope

Medical conditions are considered Personal Private Information (PPI) by Jefferson Lab; it is therefore up to the individual with the condition or concern to seek medical monitoring.  If the concern is found to be legitimate Occupational Medicine is legally bound to maintain confidentiality while adhering to Jefferson Lab’s safety policy.  This would include working with the individual to create protective work restrictions, and providing these restrictions to the individual’s supervisor; detailing the medical condition is not generally necessary.
The process steps for this procedure are performed in coordination with ES&H Manual Chapter 6420 Non-Ionizing Radiant Energy (i.e.: Radio Frequency (RF), Microwave, Electromagnetic, and Static Magnetic) (Link to be established upon approval of document.), and ES&H Manual Chapter 6800 Appendix T1 Medical Monitoring. 
3.0 Responsibilities
