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1.0 Purpose 
Electrical equipment, meeting the criteria stated within the scope of this procedure, requires a safety inspection prior to use.  This procedure provides Jefferson Lab’s minimum requirements for a qualifying electrical safety inspection and complies with the requirements of Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) 29CFR1910.399 Electrical.  

	NOTE:  Owners/departments may use their own procedure for performing, documenting, and recording a qualifying Electrical Safety Inspection as long as it meets Jefferson Lab minimum requirements.  For your convenience an Electrical Safety Inspection Form is offered, but is not required.  


2.0 Scope 
Electrical equipment (acquired after the effective date of this procedure) requires inspection if the equipment meets even one of the following criteria:

· Non-Nationally Recognized Testing Laboratory (NRTL) commercial/industrial equipment;

· NRTL commercial/industrial equipment that has been modified or will not be used or installed consistent with listing and labeling. (May need an Electrical Code Equivalency evaluation.  See ES&H Manual Chapter 6200 Appendix T6 Request for Electrical Code Equivalency Procedure - link to be established upon approval of document.);
· Previously inspected equipment which has been modified (Use the Graded Approach Procedure to determine modification degree); or
· System owner request.

This appendix is written in coordination with ES&H Manual Chapter 6200 Jefferson Lab’s Electrical Safety Program.  All applicable content within the chapter applies to the process steps outlined in this appendix.
3.0 Responsibilities
NOTE:
Management authority may be delegated at the discretion of the responsible manager.
3.1 Anyone at Jefferson Lab
· Request an inspection from a qualified electrical inspector.
3.2 Qualified Electrical Inspector 
· Perform Electrical Safety Inspections in accordance with minimum requirements.  
3.3 Electrical Authority Having Jurisdiction
· Determine code equivalencies when requested.

4.0 Minimum Requirements
	NOTE:  Only Qualified Electrical Inspectors may perform these types of inspections.


4.1 Unique Identification of Equipment
· Provide unique identifier for the equipment inspected.  

4.2 Standards or Codes 
· Denote the standards or codes used to evaluate the equipment.

4.3 Inspection 
· Review all relevant items and issues to ensure compliance with codes and standards.
4.4 Approval/Rejection (Denoted per department procedures or on the front of the form.):
Step 1. Inspection findings: 
· Under Warranty

· Approved or Rejected

· Action Required:

· None

· Corrective

· Code Equivalency determination

Step 2. Denote inspection date, and identify inspector.
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4.5 Distribution
Provide copies of the completed inspection to:

· Equipment Owners: Are required to maintain completed inspection unless department procedures state otherwise.
